Audition Application for TalentFEST 2008 — Contest Rules

The Center for Counseling’s TalentFEST Competition allows up-and-coming Christian musicians to share
their original music in a venue that celebrates their God-given talents and ministries while serving to
support the Center’'s ministry of healing and reconciliation.

Twelve groups or individual musicians will be selected from the applicants to perform their original music
at TalentFEST 2008. First Place ($1,250), Second Place ($500), Third Pl ace ($250), and a People’s
Choice Award ($750) will be selected by the judges and audience to support the winners’ music
ministries.

The TalentFEST 2008 Audition Committee will select the final performers from the pool of applicants
based upon the application packets that include: audition CD, letter of recommendation from pastor or
music/worship/youth minister, song lyrics, and statement of ministry. Application does not guarantee
qualification for TalentFEST.

All applicants will be notified by mail no later th an October 8 regarding the Audition Committee
decisions.

TalentFEST promotes up-and-coming Christian musicians. For that reason, musicians with
professional recording contracts may not apply.

Only songs with original lyrics and music may be submitted and performed at TalentFEST. In
order to maximize chances for selection, please submit music that will appeal to a wide range of
audiences.

If you or your group is selected, the song performed at TalentFEST must be the same as your
audition song.

Performers who have competed previously at TalentFEST may submit an application again if they
have competed only once before, and if they were not awarded First Place.

Please have your pastor’s or music/worship/youth minister’s letter of recommendation (on church
stationary) mailed directly to us.

Contestants under age 18 must have signed parental permission to compete.

Prizes will be given in one check made payable to the individual performer or to the contact
individual designated by performing groups.

Please put your name or group’s name and the song title on the submitted CD. CDs will not be
returned.

The contact individual designated on the application form agrees to serve as an accessible and
responsible source of communication with the TalentFEST 2008 Committee.  Primary
communication will occur through email.

TalentFEST application deadline is Wednesday, Octob er 1, 2008. The full application
packet must be received in the Center for Counselin g office no later than 4:30 p.m. that
day. Only complete application packets (including lette r of recommendation, song lyrics,
ministry statement, audition CD, and signed applica  tion form ) will be considered by the
Audition Committee.
